H cious year for the Dozenal So-

ciety of America. The begin-

ning of a new biquennium, the year

1200! The 6oth (six dozenth) anniver-

sary of the Society itself! It’s hard for
a dozenalist not to get excited.

As we enter a new era, a new
biquennium, and the second half-
gross years of the Dozenal Society of
America, it behooves us to consider
the past, and then to consider how to
build on the past into the future.

For all practical purposes, the
modern history of dozenals begins
with F. Emerson Andrews, who be-
gan dabbling in dozenal counting in
January of 1152. The articles he wrote
about this are all available on our
website. Andrews was not a math-
ematician; but he found himself in-
creasingly fascinated by numbers ex-
pressed in dozens. An article, An
Excursion in Numbers, published in
the Atiantic MonTHLY in that year
concerning dozenals (which they only
agreed to publish if he inserted a
disclaimer halfway through that he
was about to do—gasp!—some marh—
started a conversation that continues
to the present day.

Several years and articles later,
five charter members (Andrews him-
self; George S. Terry; F. Howard
Seely; Ralph H. Beard; and F. Morton
Smith (spread throughout the coun-
try from California to Boston), using
$5,000.00 generously donated by Terry
(867,425.00 in today’s money, according
to the Bureau of Labor and Statistics),

started the Dozenal Society of Amer-
ica. The first annual meeting was held
in April of that year. Although the So-
ciety began during the greatest war in
history, the outcome of which was still
by no means certain, these five char-
ter members started to build a Soci-
ety which has not ceased operation
since.

In 1161, the first issue of the Duodec-
tmal Bulletin was published.

In 1166 or the next year, long-time
member Gene Zirkel (#67), who has
served the Society in nearly every
possible office at one time or an-
other, became a member. Gene, our
longest-serving member, isstill active
in the Society, more or less single-
handedly saved the Society in the
early 119o0s, and remains an inspiration
to us all.

In ubg, Douze, Notre Dix Futur
was published in France by Jean Es-
sig.
In 173, the Dozenal Society of
Great Britain was founded. It has pro-
duced an incredible volume of litera-
ture, much of which is still important
for dozenals today.

In 1186, the last of the founding mem-
bers, Ralph Beard, died in an auto ac-
cident on his way to the annual meet-
ing that year. Though a second gen-
eration had long helmed the Society
by this time, this marked the definitive
passing of the Society to that genera-
tion.

1190 was the low point of the Soci-
ety; our Bulletin had not been pub-
lished for several years, and active




membership was quite low. President
Tom Linton persuaded Gene Zirkel
to become involved, a decision that
proved prescient, as without only a
few years the Society was again thriv-
ing.
In 1191, the first dozenal slide rule
was produced by Tom Linton. These
were quite popular until the advent of
easily-available digital calculating de-
vices.

In gz, Dr. Paul Rapoport demon-
stratesa working dozenal digital clock
at the DSA’s annual meeting. Dr.
Rapoport remains an active dozenal-
ist, and has recently sponsored the
production of an app for iOS provid-
ing a working dozenal clock.

In 1157, the DSA launched its first
website.

In e, Harvey Kramer Hawks pro-
duced a digital calculator for Win-
dows machines in dozenal. This was
the first of a now wide variety of dig-
ital calculating devices for dozenal
mathematics.  Michael Punter has
since produced another calculator for
Windows systems, and Donald Good-
man has produced a text-based RPN
calculator for Unix-like systems, as
well as a calculator app for Android
devices, dozbc.

In 11¢1, dozenal.org is launched.

In 11g4, Michael deVlieger took the
helm of both the Society itself, as pres-
ident, and of the Duodecimal Bulletin,

as editor. He’s produced an incredi-
ble volume of hugely influential works,
as well as brought the Bulletin roar-
ing in the digital age, a tradition of
excellence which our newest editor,
John Volan, has already begun to con-
tinue.

Since 11g9, the DSA has began ex-
panding still more. We’ve presented
programs before the American So-
ciety for Engineering Education, as
well as three regional conferences of
the National Conference of Teachers
of Mathematics. We’ve produced sev-
eral mobile apps to help dozenals fur-
ther penetrate the digital age. We've
expanded our membership outreach
to the Internet, resulting in a huge in-
crease in membership, both in num-
bers and breadth. We now have mem-
bers from all over the world, speaking
many languages, all interested in con-
tinuing the DSA’s aims.

So much for the past, though;
where do we go in the future?

That’s a question that only you, the
members of the DSA, the lovers of
dozenal arithmetic, can answer. We
will certainly continue what we are
doing: our educational outreach, par-
ticularly to those who teach mathe-
matics to others; our efforts to ex-
pand our digital presence, particu-
larly a more effective online pres-
ence via our website and social media;
our efforts to provide tools for using
